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When children thrive in the context of their
families, they are more successful in their
homes, schools and the community. The
Whole Child’s Family Housing Program fo-
cuses on ending homelessness for families
in the southeast region of Los Angeles by
providing community-based housing and
a host of support services to families.

How can Family Housing help families?
Family Housing is built on the belief that home-
lessness ends when the family is provided with
critical services and support that empower them
to maintain permanent, affordable housing.

The Whole Child provides both 1] community-
based housing to immediately end homelessness
and stabilize the family, and 2] case management,
counseling, education, and social services to
promote long-term success and permanency.

Emotional Health and Housing

For more than 50 years, The Whole Child has been
committed to providing children and families
with the skills and support they need to build
emotionally healthy lives. Unstable housing
frequently jeopardizes children’s ability to be
successful in their homes, schools and society.
Family Housing enables us to not only provide
the skills and support to families — but also the
security children and their families need to thrive.

How Family Housing Works

The Whole Child is committed to serving home-

less families in the southeast region of Los Angeles
by helping families find and maintain permanent,
affordable housing in the community.

We work with the family to identify appropriate
housing, which we then subsidize for a period
of time to help the family stabilize. During this
transitional period, the Whole Child helps the
family build long-term success and establish
permanency.

Program Requirements:

= Meets federal guidelines for homelessness
A person is considered homeless when he/she
resides in one of three places: 1] locations
not meant for human habitation, such as cars,
parks, sidewalks, and abandoned building;
2] an emergency shelter; and 3] transitional
housing for homeless persons.

Additionally, they may be eligible if they are
facing: 1] an eviction within a week from a pri-
vate dwelling unit and no subsequent residence
has been identified and the person lacks the
resources and support networks needed to
obtain housing; or 2] discharge within a week
from an institution in which the person has
been a resident for 30 or more consecutive
days and no subsequent residence has been
identified and he/she lacks the resources and
support networks needed to obtain housing.

® Families with dependent children

= Valid current California Picture identification
CAID, CA License, US Passport

® Has a source of income(s) — income must meet
eligibility requirements

= Ability to pay 30% of total income towards
housing

" A Los Angeles County resident - preference
is given to families that are resident of the Rio
Hondo Area.

= Alcohol and drug free

® Has a verifiable work history — [minimum of 6
months of consecutive employment] for families
to be effectively capable of transitioning into
permanent housing

® Currently not involved in an active domestic
violence situation

Requisitos del programa:

® Apegarse a las pautas federales de desamparo
Una persona es considerada desamparada
cuando vive en uno de estos tres lugares: 1]
lugares cuyo fin no es proveer albergue, tales
como autos, parques, banquetas y edificios
abandonados; 2] albergues de emergencia;
y 3] vivienda temporaria para desamparados.

Ademads, pueden calificar si enfrentan lo
siguiente: 1] Desalojo dentro de una semana
de una vivienda particular sin tener adonde iry
la persona carece de los recursos y apoyo para
consequir vivienda; 6 2] desalojo dentro de una
semana de una institucién en la cual la per-
sona ha vivido por 30 o mas dias consecutivos,
sin tener a donde ir y la persona carece de los
recursos y apoyo para conseguir otra vivienda.
